THE GREAT FAST (LENT) BEGINS MONDAY, MARCH 18™

During the Church fasts we have ample opportunities to glorify God in the body through more frequent church
services and through fasting. Eastern Christian fasting incorporates two ways of using our bodies in worship. In ascetic
or total fasting we do not eat or drink anything. This kind of fasting is in the spirit of Deuteronomy 8:3, quoted by Christ
to the tempter, “Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceeds from the mouth of God” (Mt 4:4).
Traditionally people fast this way before receiving Holy Communion. It is also customary to fast totally for a certain
period on all fast days. Thus many fast this way until noon during these seasons.

The second type of fasting, also called abstinence, is fasting from certain foods (typically meat or dairy products).
In many Eastern Churches people fast totally until noon and then, when they do eat, they abstain from meat and dairy.
In this kind of fasting we glorify God in the body by limiting ourselves to what has been called the “food of paradise” and
we are saying that we value above all things the communion with God that our first parents had.
