“The Church Militant on Christmas”: On Easter, the Gospel speaks to us about the Savior and His mission: “And the
light shines in the darkness; and the darkness grasped it not.” (John 1: 5). Jesus and His mission has been compared
to the classical opposition between darkness and light: “And this is the judgment, that the Light has come into the world,
and people loved the darkness rather than the Light; for their deeds were evil” (John 3:19).
When Jesus was born, Herod and his darkness was opposed to Jesus’s mission. The world has always been a place
where the Prince of Peace and His existence was in opposition to the forces of darkness.
